National Squad Assistant Coach
Job Purpose 
A National Squad Assistant Coach will be responsible for supporting the National Squad Coach in training and leading the national squad at international events. 

Responsibilities 
Include (but are not limited to) the following: 

1. Aid National Coach in selection (monitored by the High Performance team and in compliance with national selection criteria).
2. Aid in the preparation of the team for international competition through establishing tactics, strategy and playing methodology.
3. Participation in learning programmes regarding latest developments in Touch and Touch coaching as provided by the High Performance Team.

4. Contribution to a structured coaching plan in the lead up to international tournaments. 

5. Effective communication with players about their level of progress through individual feedback (oral or written).
6. Provision of support and advice to the coach and key personnel within the squad. 
7. Work with the coach and senior players within the squad to establish long term strategy for squad development and a coaching succession plan up to the 2015 World Cup. 
8. Plan for the future development of the playing and coaching team (with the 2014 European Championships and 2015 World Cup in mind). 

9. Abide by and promote sound ethics and England Touch High Performance policy. 
Skills Required 
· Experience of coaching/developing Touch teams at the National/NTS level or equivalent 

· Relevant coaching qualifications 

· The ability to develop players and communicate with them effectively 

· Willingness to develop and share learning about the playing/coaching of Touch in programmes provided by the ETA in addition to personal development plans
· Willingness to be a part of the long term strategy for coaching succession of the squad up to the 2015 World Cup. 
To be considered for this role, the Head of Elite Coaching must be satisfied that the applicant:

· Will execute the responsibilities outlined above

· Possesses the skills required as outlined above
· Will be a positive help to the National Squad Coach
· Can motivate players and communicate effectively with them 

· Has an appropriate level of technical knowledge  
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
